
p  Art/DT and Music
In Art this half term we are looking at the work of Joan Miro. We will also be sculpting with clay and experimenting with paper folding. Can you make a paper aeroplane at home?
In Music this half term we are using percussion instruments to create patterns and represent the movements of minibeasts.
· Can you copy a rhythm pattern, or create one of your own? 
· Can you make your own percussion instrument? 
Ideas: Saucepans, boxes, yogurt pots and rice, bottles of dried pasta.
History
This half term we will find out about the differences between things in the past and now;
· Ask your parents and grandparents about changes from when they were little. Did they have iPads, mobile phones and televisions?
· You may want to watch a children’s history programme, such as the BBC classic ‘Magic Grandad’. Discuss what you notice with your family!
